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Workshop A: Mobility Schemes in Higher Education

Erasmus+ International

AUTh - very large proposal has been submitted and accepted. 73 universities incorporated in one proposal. Awarded €1m for two years. Funding based on number of mobilities and not number of universities. Another proposal will be submitted in February 2016.

After acceptance of proposal, AUTh will prepare Erasmus+ International agreements and have them signed by partner university. This is an additional agreement and will not replace existing agreements.  Both incoming (priority) and outgoing mobility of students and staff will be coordinated and paid for by AUTh.

Proposals from some universities were unsuccessful.
Problems encountered application for Erasmus+ International:

· International is very complex and confusing

· International procedure is dramatically different from Erasmus Mundus

· Erasmus+ Distance calculation unsatisfactory – need more money
· Erasmus+ teaching hours should be 5, as 8 hours is too much
· Confusion regarding Erasmus+ per diem on travel days, following universities are not allowed to claim on travel days, is this due to national council or university guidelines

Cooperation Agreements

AUTh has 146 active agreements, renewed every 3 years according to activity. These are scientific agreements signed between rectors – university level – and are funded by university.

Proposals are collected and once a year, are reviewed by a special committee. Depending on strategic plan are a proposal is either accepted or rejected.

Cooperation with China was discussed. 

Confucius Institute  is a non-profit public educational organization affiliated with the Ministry of Education of the People's Republic of China, whose aim is to promote Chinese language and culture, support local Chinese teaching internationally, and facilitate cultural exchanges.

The following universities already have a Confucius Institute agreement and have provided space in their university:

For these universities, Confucius Institute provided the equirement, personnel and funds and the partner provided space only. Now it seems to be 50-50. AUTh are considering this proposal.
